• Dec 1956 : Everette Storm started counting… 

 Total of 8,810 Promises in the Bible…

 7,487 Promises from God to Man …

  20.5 Promises Every Day in the year…

 Just < 1 (0.85) Promise every hour, every day

HOPE EXPERIMENT

• Rats in a jar of water ….
• 1st gp: 

15 mins avg survival
• 2nd gp: 

saved at the last minute with glass rod
24hrs later placed back into the jar…

Lasted for 3 days, 72hrs avg –
about 228x longer
